Holy Scripture invites us today to accept the Lord 
and anchor ourselves in Him with this true certainty that we are the heirs of the Kingdom and the Blessings of our 
Heavenly Father. 
    On the other hand, in the Holy Scripture we read sentences like this… “We only fool ourselves if we believe that pos-
sessions will bring us happiness and life…”  “Greed is the same thing as worshipping a false god.” 
    My dear Brothers & Sisters we, as disciples of Jesus and heirs to the Kingdom, are in danger and in risk of being 
foolish people.  Because we have also an earthly nature, we are in touch with earthly business.  We are at risk and we 
need to be careful and understand that earthly possessions are only one instrument to serve the Lord and our Brothers & 
Sisters, not an end in themselves..  We are at risk, because of our human nature to take God out and to worship other 
gods:  greed, narcissism, ourselves, our own points of view, our temper, our mentalities, our “modus bibendi.”  And that 
can be the god that we worship.  We need to be careful to set our heart on what will last forever and we must grow rich 
in the sight of the Lord.
